DVD Playback:

1. Lift up the panel. Slide the Power Switch to the "ON" position to power on the unit, the Green Indicator
on the right corner of the front panel will turn on.

2. Press the "OPEN" Button to open the disc tray. Place the disc on the center spindle with the label side facing
up. Close the disc door and the player will automatically start playback.
