BATTERY INSTALLATION

To use this unit with battery power, remove the battery door by pressing in on the tabs, then lifting
it off.

NOTE: The AC power cord must be disconnected from the AC socket on the rear of the unit in
order for the unit to operate on battery power.

BATTERY PRECAUTIONS

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BT (Bluetooth):

2. Power on the external BT Device and enter to bluetooth search mode. Select unit once it appears on your

available bluetooth devices, follow the on-screen instructions on your external BT device to complete
pairing. Once paired, the “BT.” Indicator will stop blinking. (For details pairing procedures, please refer to
the user’s manual of your BT Device.).

Normal operation after pairing:

Note: Using the control buttons on the paired BT Device to pause; skip or search for audio files as usual.

Radio:

1. Slide the Function Selector to “RADIO” position to power on the unit and enter to radio FM mode. The
“POWER” indicator will illuminate.

2. Turn the “WOLUME” knob to adjust the volume level as desired.

3. Turn the “TUNING” knob to search and play the desired FM station. or,

@ Press the B - AM/FM button to enter to radio AM mode, the “AM” indicator will illuminate. (To resume
to FM band, press the button again. The “AM’ indictor will not light).

@ Turn the “TUNING” knob to search and play the desired AM station.
4. When no longer in use, slide the Function Selector to “OFF” position to p shut off the unit.

Antennas:

This unit has a built in AM/FM antennas, which provides adequate reception in most areas. If reception is weak,
turn or relocate the unit to improve the reception.

CD:

1. Open the CD door then place a CD disc on the center spindle, with the printed label side up.

2. Close the CD Door.

3. Slide the Function Selector to “CD” position to power on the unit and enter to CD mode. The “POWER”

indicator will illuminate.

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Wait a few seconds until the total number of tracks appears on the LCD Display.
Press the » 11 button to start playback, the “»I1” indicator will illuminate.

During playback:

Repeat Playback:

The “REP” indicator will
illuminate and blink. The current track will playback repeatedly.

2. During playback, press the “¢” button twice to activate the repeat all function. The “REP” indicator will
illuminate and stop blinking. All the tracks on the current disc (or program) will be playback repeatedly.

3. To cancel the repeat function, press the “¢>” button repeatedly until the “REP” indicator not light.

Programmed Playback:
Up to 20 tracks can be programmed and played back as follows:

1. In CD STOP playback mode, press the P button, “01” will appear on the LCD Display and blink. (‘PROG”
indicator will also illuminate and blink too).

2. Select the first specific track to be programmed by pressing the |4€ or »»| buttons repeatedly.

3. Press the P button again to store the selected track into the memory.

4. Repeat steps 2 and 3 until all the specific tracks stored into the memory.

5. Press the Il button to start program playback. The “PROG” indicator will stop blinking.

6. To stop, press the B button.

7. To cancel the program, press the B button again in stop mode. The “PROG” indicator will turn off.
LINE IN:

1. Connect the external Audio Device with a 3.5mm AUX cable . (Cable not included).

2 Insert one end to the Phone; Line Out or AUX Out Jack on the external Audio Device.
