BUTTON CELL (REMOTE CONTROL)

OPERATION

GENERAL OPERATION:

1. Connect the supplied AC/DC Adaptor to the unit and wall outlet as previously instructed.

2. Slide the Power ON/OFF Switch on the rear of unit to turn the unit on to standby mode.

3. Press and hold the (hOButton on the top of unit or press the () Button on the Remote Control to
turn the unit ON from standby mode. The corresponding indicator will illuminate.

4. Press the SOURCE -- LED 1 Button on the unit or SOURCE Button on the Remote Control repeatedly
to switch to desired source. The color of the indicator will switch to the corresponding
source (see list below):

Playback Mode: Color of Indicators:
BT (Bluetooth) Blue (and blinking)

5. During playback,
@ Press the VOL (Volume) +/- Buttons on the unit or Remote Control to adjust volume as desired.
® Press the TREBLE +/- Buttons on the Remote Control to adjust the treble (high audio frequency)
as desired.
@ Press the BASS +/- Buttons on the Remote Control to adjust the bass (low audio frequency) as
desired.
e Pressthe Q(MUTE) Button on the Remote Control to turn off the sound temporarily, press again to
turn it back on.
® Press and hold the SOURCE/LED 1 Button on the top of unit to power On/Off all the Decorative
LED Lights.
® Press the LED 2 Button on the top of unit to power On/Off the central Decorative LED Lights.
e Press the LED ON/OFF Button on the Remote Control repeatedly to turn the Decorative LED Lights on
the speaker and/or central on/off as desired.
6. When finished, press and hold the (OButton on the unit or press the () Button on the Remote Control
to turn the unit to standby mode. The color of the Indicator will turn to red.
7. If unit is not used for a long period of time, power off the unit by slide the POWER ON/OFF Switch on
the rear of unit to OFF position.
(For saving energy, unplug the AC/DC Adaptor from wall outlet).

BT (BLUETOOTH):

Listen music from external BT device:

BT (Bluetooth) pairing:
First time use or re-pairing the unit to a new BT Device, pair as follows:
1. Power on the unit as previously instructed.
2. Press the SOURCE — LED 1 Button on the top of unit or the SOURCE Button on the Remote Control
repeatedly until the color of Indicator turn to blue and blink.
3. Power on the external BT Device and enter to BT searching mode. Start pairing following the on screen
instructions from the external BT Device. When paired, the blue Indicator will stop blinking.
4. If pairing is complete you may now play music with your external BT Device.
5. During playback:
® Press the MIButton on the unit or MIButton on the Remote Control to pause, press again to resume
normal playback.
® Pressthe TUNE -/ 144 or TUNE +/ PPl Buttons on the unit or Remote Control repeatedly to skip tracks.
Notes:

® When the external BT Device searches for the unit, our model number “MHT828"” will appear on the
display of external BT Device.
® If while pairing you are asked for a code please try "0000" or "1234".



Normal operation after pairing:

1. Turn on the BT function of the external BT Device.

2. Power on the unit and enter to BT mode as previously instructed. The color of the Indicator will turn blue
and blink.

3. Wait a few seconds until the unit is automatically paired to the external BT Device. (The blue Indicator will
stop blinking).

4. After pairing is complete you may now play music with your external BT Device.

EM Radio:

1. Power on the unit as previously instructed.
Press the SOURCE — LED 1 Button on the top of unit or the SOURCE Button on the Remote Control repeatedly
until the color of Indicator turn to Purple.

3. Press and hold the TUNE-/144 or TUNE +/ PP Buttons on the unit or Remote Control to auto search and play
the previous/next available radio stations.

4. Repeat the same procedure until the desired station are found.

5. If you want search for the stations from beginning, press the RESET Button on the Remote Control then
search the Radio stations again as point 3 above.

Antennas:
This unit has a FM wire antenna on the rear of unit, which provides adequate reception in most areas. If reception is weak,
unwind and extend to its full length or reassemble the other direction/location to improve reception.

AUX 1:

Listen to music from external Audio Player through AUX 1 IN Jack:

1. Insert one of the plug from supplied Audio Connection Cable to the Phones Jack; Line Out Jack or AUX Out Jack
on the external Audio Player such like the iPhones; iPad; iPod; MP3 Player; Discman ... etc.

2. Insert the other plug to the AUX 1 IN Jack on the rear of unit as the shown below:
